EXPRESSINGITS UNWILLINGNESS
to conduct the NEET-UG examina-
tion again, the Centre has told the
Supreme Court that “scrapping the
exam in entirety would seriously
jeopardise the lakhs of honest candi-
dates who attempted the question
paperin 2024’.

In an affidavit filed on Thursday
in the top court — it is set to take up
onJuly8aclutchof petitionsalleging
exam paperleakand irregularitiesin
the conduct of the NEET-UG on May
5anddemandsforaretest —theedu-
cation ministrymakes nomention of
apaperleak,onlyacknowledging that
“somealleged instances of irregular-
ities/cheating/ impersonation/ mal-
practices during the conduct of
NEET(UG) 2024 Examination have
been reported”.

It goes on to state that “in the
absence of any proof of any large-
scale breach of confidentiality in
a pan-India examination, it would
not be rational to scrap the entire
examination”.

“Itis submitted thatinanyexam-
ination there are competing rights
that have been created whereby the
interests of a large number of stu-
dents who have taken the examina-
tion without adopting any alleged
unfair means must not also be jeop-
ardised,’it said.

“Scrapping the exam in entirety
would seriously jeopardise the lakhs
of honest candidateswhoattempted
the question paperin 2024,’the min-
istry said in its affidavit.

Thisis the first time that the Cen-
tre is putting on record its stand on
holdingaretest of NEET-UGforall 2.4
million candidates.

Earlier, in a press conference last
month, education minister Dhar-
mendra Pradhan had taken moral
responsibility for the inconvenience
caused to candidates but did not
make the government stand clearon
holding aretest.

Change in NEET-PG: Two shifts
on Aug 11, only at TCS centres

THE NATIONAL BOARD of
Examinations in Medical Sci-
ences announced Friday that
NEET-PG 2024, the qualifying
examination for postgraduate
medical courses which was post-
poned last month, will be con-
ducted on August 11.

The test,the NBEMS said, will
be conducted in two shifts and
the scores of the candidates will
be normalised.

Announcing the date of the
examination, the NBEMS said it
willbe conducted onlyat TCS cen-
tres and not outsourced centres.

The ministry, in its affidavit,
stated that it had asked the CBI to
“conductacomprehensiveinvestiga-
tion into the entire gamut of alleged
irregularities, including conspiracy,
cheating, impersonation, breach of
trust, destruction of evidence by the
candidates/institutes/middlemen,
including attempted irregularities”
and that the CBI had registered case
inthisregard.

It said it had also constituted a
high-level committee of experts

This is the first time that the test
will be conducted in two batches.
Sources said this will ensure that
the examination is conducted in
fewer centres.

“There hasbeenanincreasein
the number of students appear-
ing for the paper overtheyears.To
ensure that the examination is
completely secure and robust, this
time it will be conducted only in
TCS centres and not outsourced
ones,’a senior official said.

The NEET-PG exam is con-
ducted by TCS in collaboration
withthe NBEMS everyyear.

PRIME MINISTER NARENDRA
Modi and Russian President
Vladimir Putin will review the
wholerange of bilateral ties,includ-
ing in areas like defence, invest-
ment, energy cooperation, educa-
tion, culture and people-to-people
exchanges,at the upcomingannual
India-Russia summit, foreign sec-
retary Vinay Kwatra said on Friday.

Modi will pay a two-day official
visit to Russiafrom July 8 to 9 at the
invitation of Putin for the 22nd
India-Russia summit that will
review the entire range of multi-
faceted ties between the two coun-
tries.Putin will host a private dinner
for Modi on the day of arrival.

The two leaders will also share
perspectives on"regional and global
developments of mutual interest,"
Kwatrasaid atamediabriefing here
ahead of Modi's visit to Russia for
the summit.

Sharing details about the Russia
itinerary, Kwatra said, as of now, the
prime ministeris scheduled toarrive
in Moscow late afternoon of July 8.
The next day, Modi's interactions
would include an interface with the
Indian community in Russia.

The prime ministerwillalsolaya
wreath at the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier in Kremlin. And, thereafter
hewillvisit Rosatom pavilion at the
exhibition venue in Moscow.

"These engagements will be fol-
lowed by restricted-level talks
between the two leaders,which will
then be followed by delegation-level
talks led by the honourable prime
minister and the Russian Presi-
dent,"he added.

The annual India-Russia sum-
mitis taking place afterthreeyears,
and "we attach great importance to
it,' Kwatra said.

"The issue of early discharge of
Indian nationals who have been
misled into the service of the Russ-
ianArmyis expected tofigureinthe
discussions,' he added.

After concludinghis trip to Rus-
sia, Modiwill travel to Austria,which
will be the first visit by an Indian
prime ministerto that countryin41
years, the ministry of external
affairs said on Thursday.

This will be Modi's first trip to
Russia in nearly five years. His last
visit to that country was in 2019
when he attended an economic
conclave in the Far East city of
Vladivostok.
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Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Russian President Vladimir Putin will share

perspectives on "regional and global developments of mutual interest”

This will also be his first visit to
Russia since the conflict in Ukraine.

Sofar,21 annual summits have
taken placealternately in Indiaand
Russia. The last summit was held
on December 6,2021 in New Delhi.
Putin had visited India to attend
the summit.

"The 22nd annual summit
between Indiaand Russiawould pro-
vide an opportunity to the two lead-
erstoreviewthewholerange of bilat-
eral issues, including defence, trade
linkages, investment ties, energy
cooperation, S&T,education,culture
and people-to-people exchanges,"
the foreign secretary said.

Bothssidesare currentlyworking
ona"series of outcome documents"
which would be the result of this
summit, he added.

Kwatra said since the last sum-
mit,the twoleaders metin 2022 in
Samarkand on the margins of the
SCO Summit in Uzbekistan.

"They have also stayed in touch
with each other through several
telephonic conversations through
theseyears," he said.

The leaders will also assess the
status of bilateral engagements in
groupings such as BRICS, Shanghai
Cooperation Organisation (SCO),
G20,EastAsia Summit,and the UN,
the foreign secretary said.

Other areas of interest will
include cooperation across the
range of areas.

The last summit saw both sides
sealing 28 MoUs and agreements
besides coming outwith ajoint state-
menttitled "India-Russia Partnership

for Peace, Progress and Prosperity".

Modi will depart Moscow for
Vienna in the afternoon of July 9,
Kwatra said.

"India and Russia have a special
and privileged partnership since
2020 which has remained resilient
in the wake of multiple geopolitical
challenges that the world has been
facing,"he said.

The annual summit between the
two leaders is the highest mecha-
nism to steer and drive the cooper-
ation between the two countries.

"Our bilateral exchanges with
Russia have also remained fairly
frequent overthelastyear.The two
foreign ministers have met several
times last year, most recently they
met day before yesterday on the
sidelines of the SCO. The EAM
(external affairs minister) had also
visited Moscow and St Petersberg
in December lastyear.And, the two
National Security Advisors have
also met a few times last year,"
Kwatra said.

India-Russia bilateral trade has
seena'sharp increase"in 2023-24.
It has since touched close to $65 bil-
lion primarily due to strong energy
cooperation between the two coun-
tries, the foreign secretary said.

On the second leg of his visit,
Kwatra said Modi will visit Austria
onJuly 9-10 at the invitation of the
Chancellor of Austria.

This will be the first visit to Aus-
triabyan Indian prime minister,he
said,adding thelast prime ministe-
rial visit from India to Austria took
place more than 40 years ago.

On the issue of compensation,
Gandhi said: “They should get com-
pensation right now. They need it
right now.Ifitis given sixmonths or
ayear later, then that won’t help...I
spoke to the families. About their
family, children, mothers — what
they did, how they were. They have
said theadministration wasat fault.
